Philippines continue to lead as the top source

country for new immigrants

In the previous quarter, immigrants from the
Philippines were the leading source of newcomers
received by CANN at YVR. This trend continued into
the last quarter of 2009, where immigrants from
the Philippines accounted for 31% of clients served
by CANN. This is an increase of 5.5% compared to
the same period last year. Rounding out the top
three source countries, China accounted for 29%
while India accounted for 13% of arrivals in the
fourth quarter of 2009.
